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Assembly instructions AWADOCK Classic DN 160 and DN 200
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Installation information:

= Protect the AWADOCK connecting branch with the expandable secondary seal (Q-TE-C) from getting wet until just before
installation to avoid unintentional expansion of the green secondary seal.

= Check that the AWADOCK set is complete (connecting seal, screw crown, lubricant).

= The minimum distance of two connections on vitrified clay, concrete or reinforced concrete pipe should be Tm. Drilling
directly opposite is to be avoided in order not to excessively weaken the pipe structural design.

= The wall thickness of the main pipe is the critical factor in choosing the suitable AWADOCK type. Please bear in mind that in
spite of the same dimensions, pipes may have greatly differing wall thicknesses.

= Information on the AWADOCK type can be found on the packaging, the screw crown and the connection seal.

= Examine the main pipeline prior to drilling for backflow of wastewater and ventilate it where required in order to prevent the
escape of gases that are detrimental to health or explosive.

= Pay attention to cleanliness during the assembly in order to avoid that dirt gets onto the sealing surfaces of the individual
components.

Installation steps
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1. Thedrillis to be secured using appropriate equipment between 270° and 90° (e.g. using a drilling stand, ground pegs,

suction cup or tension belts).



2. Create a borehole at right angles and centrically to the pipe axis using a diamond drill bit.
Borehole diameter 200 +2/-1mm

3. Remove the drill core as necessary.

4. Clean the hole face and examine it to determine any defective areas and, if necessary, repair it.

5. Measure the wall thickness of the main pipe and select the suitable AWADOCK connecting branch, e.g. AWADOCK
Classic type A for wall thicknesses of 61-85 mm.

6. Insert the AWADOCK connecting seal into the borehole and align it. The arrow on the seal is pointing to the axial direction
of the main pipe. Make sure that the finishing lip of the connection seal is flush with the outside of the main pipe
all-round.

7. Place the installation wrench on the screw crown and snap it in. The handle bar of the wrench is positioned directly
besides the crown spikes with snap-in elements.

8. Coat the female thread of the AWADOCK connection seal and the spigot end of the screw crown with the lubricant
provided across the entire surface.

9. Insert the screw crown into the seal using the installation wrench and align it centrically.

10. Screw in the conical screw crown using the installation wrench by applying slight pressure in clockwise direction until the
stop ring of the screw crown firmly adheres to the connection seal evenly on both sides (in case of connecting branches
without stop, rotate the screw crown up to the last thread).
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Ensure that the screw crown is screwed in centrically.

11. Make sure that either the screw crown nor the connection seal protrude into the pipe cross-section.

12. Clean the lip sealin the screw crown, then apply lubricant onto the spigot end of the chamfered connection pipe andinset
it into the screw crown up to the stop.

13. AWADOCK with ball joint: Depending on the installation situation, the connection pipe can be infinitely angled
horizontally or vertically by + 7.5°.
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
